Deltrick, re-
celved his elimination training at
the former Maval Reserve Aviation
Base, Grosse Ile, and then returned
here to serve as a flight instructor
for many months before his pres-
ent duty,

Guoting - from
stoTy:

“It developes that the fizhter pi-
lots from Li. Davenport’s carrier
were Involved in a skirmish with a

flociz of Zeros. Two of the American
fizhters and many mnore Seros
were shot down into the ocean,

a8 seoreh was made for the two
Ameriean mflots, but no trace of
them was found. Both were be-
lieved lost.

"Early the nexi morning,
early, a sguadron went out

Perseverance Finally Hewarded

“Hut Davenport didn't give up.
He was certain he had seen a light
Flashing on and off. He knew how
he would feel under similar eir-
cumstances. S0 he started to eir-
cle slowly around the spot.

“Fpr six hours and 50 minotes
Cavenport went ‘round and ‘round.
He looked, but he saw nothing—
eieept blackness. Finally he was
able to contact o PT boat which
spedd to the spot,

“Sure enough, the PT boat found
Enslgn Anderson, one of the lost
aviators, floating in his rubber lile
boat. He had & fractured back and
ankle and was suffering from ex-
posure. He had been floating for
more than 40 hours when picked
.

“By this time Davenport was
nearly out of gas so he did not
linger., He hurried back to the
carcier.”

The amazing thine about this
story is that Ensign Andy Ander-
zon, the rescued flver, did not have
a flashlicht with him.

What it was that Davenport mis-
took for a light nobody will ever
know, but Anderzon says, “SBome-
Iody must have been watching over
me or else T wouldn't be here now.”

Li. Comdr. Deltrick recently re-
ceived a letter from Li. Davenport
in which he sald among other
things: "The only reason I could
do it (referring Lo cerialn action
in which he was involVed) was be-
couse of the ability to relax, learned
at Grosse Il In Stearmanz.’” Of
one flisht during which his outfit
of four planes “knocted off™ six
Zeros, he says, “"What a happy
crew we were: I T hadn't been o
tited, I would have slow rolled all
the way home.™
